VENDOR QUESTIONS:

Question 1: The RFP asks for the total cost for all 8 basins – that’s straight forward.  In addition the RFP includes pricing sheets for each of the 8 water basins which are required to be submitted.  Each basin has the same set of 10 deliverables.  We are now confused at the wording of the directions provided (page 40 of the solicitation) for completing these sheets.  
 
“Each deliverable item must include the total time and cost of completing that item for all eight basin models, including all professional fees for services to be rendered, as well as all incidental travel and production expenses.”
 
As written that says that each of the basin worksheets would be identical and would include the cost of the deliverable for all the basins.  We had  assumed that the desired information would be the cost of the deliverable for that basin only (including travel, etc and realizing that some costs are the same whether 1 or 8 basins are modeled).  
However, closer reading, has us confused and we hope you are able to clarify what is being requested.
