III. SCOPE OF WORK/SPECIFICATIONS
Haul, Repair, and Paint Adventure II Sailing Vessel

Scope:

This project consists of the transportation, haul-out, cleaning and inspection of the reproduction 17th century sailing vessel ADVENTURE-II moored at Charles Towne Landing State Historic Site (CTL) and owned by the South Carolina Department of Parks, Recreation and Tourism (SCPRT). The boat yard (Yard) will be responsible for safe transport of the vessel; completing work as outlined in bid specifications; returning the vessel and mooring the vessel on starboard upon return as per the attached specifications. 
General Requirements:
1. Successful vendor must have at least 5 years of experience in general maintenance, care and repair of wooden hull sailing vessels.
2. Work must be completed within 30 consecutive days of the vessel leaving CTL.  Schedule includes travel from and to Charles Towne Landing mooring.  All work must be completed and vessel returned no later than March 3, 2017.
3. Prior to award, the apparent successful vendor must provide a schedule of work to SCPRT. This schedule must include estimated transport date(s) from CTL, haul-out date(s), inspection date(s), painting date(s), rigging date(s), wood working date(s), drop-in date(s) and transport date(s) to CTL.  
4. Successful vendor’s lift system must be able to safely lift vessel from water, either on rail or travel lift.  Vessel with hull, ballast, and rigging is approximately 50 tons.  Lift must be properly sized to support the vessel without alteration or adjustment to standing rigging.
5. If any condition exists that the successful vendor feels will adversely affect the acceptability of the work, then the Yard shall notify SCPRT in writing prior to commencing that portion of the work, stating conditions considered unsatisfactory and recommendations for rectifying the problems.  Changes to the contracted scope of work (and contracted amount) may occur only if agreed to in writing by the successful vendor and SCPRT, and reflected on a reissued purchase order. 6. SCPRT staff and representatives, such as marine surveyors, shall have access to the vessel at all stages of work. The successful vendor must provide SCPRT an inspection report prior to work beginning, document work completed and maintain a photographic record.  These documents and photos are to be given to SCPRT at the conclusion of the project for SCPRT vessel history.
7. Any items not specifically addressed in this scope of work shall be immediately brought to SCPRT’s attention in writing.  If SCPRT wishes to engage in a change of scope with the contractor, an official written change order must be approved (and a revised purchase order issued) before any work commences.  Payment requests for unauthorized work will be refused.  Should the contractor commence with unapproved work, the contractor may be required to remove such work at his cost and restore the ship to its original condition at his cost. 
8. Contractor is required to submit forms for insurance type and limits.  The winning contractor shall furnish evidence of current policies for Commercial General Liability coverage complying with requirements listed on page 26 of this bid invitation, as well as Ocean Marine hull and P&I policies, ship repairer’s legal liability insurance.  Evidence of these policies must be made available at the time of the bid and SCPRT reserves the right to review the actual policies. 

9. Vessel must be piloted by a certified captain of proper type and classification with a minimum of 5 years of sailing experience.  Contractor shall supply SCPRT with certification number/certificate.
10. Prior to award, the apparent successful vendor shall submit a transport plan and schedule, to include down rigging top mast and flagstaff, for navigating Ashley River bridges (both the drawbridge and the overpass) and any other maritime obstructions. 
Description of Work:

1. The colonial ketch vessel ADVENTURE-II is a 17th-century reproduction of a trading vessel.  The ADVENTURE-II was completed and sailed from Maine to Charleston in October 2008.  The approximate vessel dimensions are as follows: LOA 53’-6”; Beam 14’-6”; Draft 6’-8”. 
2. The details of ballast and materials:
a. Approximately 25,000 lbs. of internal ballast below sole secured to frames with load binding straps
b. Approximately 25,000 lbs. of external ballast fastened through keel and keelson with ¾” silicon bronze bolts. Lead bedded to keel with roofing tar. 
c. Backbone timbers are White Oak through fastened with ¾” silicon bronze bolts.  Clinch rings used in place of hex nuts above sole level.
d. Frames are White Oak fastened with 1” locust treenails, silicon bronze 5/8” and ½” bolts below sole level.  Frames fastened to keel timber with one ¾” bolt.  These bolts are buried beneath keelson.  They are diagonally opposite from bolt that can be seen on top of keelson.  Every frame has one bolt through keel, frame and keelson – staggered from one side of centerline to the other.  Keel and Keelson are made of the backbone described above. 
e. Bilge stringer and clamps are white oak through fastened with silicon bronze bolts, clinch rings inside hull except below sole.  Hex nuts countersunk in frames and covered with planking, lower clamp fastened with 5” silicon bronze lag screws.
f. Planking – First few strakes up from keel are Angelique. Majority of planks are Atlantic White Cedar. Planks fastened to frames with #24X4” silicon bronze wood screws.  Wales are fastened with silicon bronze lags.
g. Waterways are White Oak fastened with silicon bronze lag screws into beams.
h. Bulwark stanchions are White Oak fastened to clamp with silicon bronze lag screws.  These fastenings are covered by the planking.
i. Cap rails are White Oak except curved portion of quarterdeck rail is laminated from 1/8” Spanish cedar veneer.
Base Bid Section:
1. Transportation of the vessel ADVENTURE-II from and back to park will be the responsibility of the successful vendor.

a. The successful vendor will have access to the inboard 180-hp Volvo D-4 Penta Engine and 28” propeller to assist in transport of vessel.

b. A minimum of one work boat will be required by this contract, in addition to the diesel engine, to safely navigate the vessel from and back to the park. 

c. The ADVENTURE-II has two full 60 gallon diesel fuel tanks. Fuel is to be topped off upon return to CTL to prevent condensation in the tanks.  If more than 20 gallons is added, then fuel will be treated with fuel stabilizers and anti-microbial diesel additives upon delivery to CTL. 

2. Bottom work, below the boot, is to include cleaning, scraping, sanding and painting entire bottom of vessel.  The successful vendor must inspect areas below the boot for worm activity, caulking loss and general inspections of thru hulls, propeller, strut, shaft and zincs. Successful vendor shall paint shaft (water side only) and prop.  Any damage or other issues, like prop cavitations wear, shall be immediately brought to SCPRT’s attention, in writing, before any work is performed in the area.  Any additional work or changes in scope must be approved by SCPRT (and reflected on a reissued purchase order) prior to the work being provided. 

a. Finishes

i. Bottom paint is Pettit Trinidad SR Red

ii. Seam caulk is TeakDecking Systems (TDS SIS-440)

iii. Boot paint is Kirby Dull White 

iv. Prop & shaft is PropSpeed Clear

b. Clean, scrape, sand and inspect bottom of vessel.

c. Replace seam caulking as needed prior to painting.

d. Inspect thru hulls, propeller, strut, shaft and zincs. Replace zincs as needed.

e. Zincs are to remain unpainted.

Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the State, every applicable Using Governmental Unit, or the officers, officials, employees and volunteers of any of them, shall be excess of the Contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it.
(e) Prior to commencement of the work, the Contractor shall furnish the State with original certificates and amendatory endorsements or copies of the applicable policy language effecting coverage required by this section. All certificates are to be received and approved by the State before work commences. However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning shall not waive the Contractor's obligation to provide them. The State reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required by this section, at any time.
(f) Should any of the above described policies be cancelled before the expiration date thereof, notice will be delivered in accordance with the policy provisions. In addition, the Contractor shall notify the State immediately upon receiving any information that any of the coverages required by this section are or will be changed, cancelled, or replaced.
(g) Contractor hereby grants to the State and every applicable Using Governmental Unit a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said Contractor may acquire against the State or applicable Using Governmental Unit by virtue of the payment of any loss under such insurance. Contractor agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to effect this waiver of subrogation, but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the State or Using Governmental Unit has received a waiver of subrogation endorsement from the insurer.
(h) Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the State. The State may require the Contractor to purchase coverage with a lower deductible or retention or provide proof of ability to pay losses and related investigations, claim administration, and defense expenses within the retention.
(i) The State reserves the right to modify these requirements, including limits, based on the nature of the risk, prior experience, insurer, coverage, or other special circumstances.

(iv) any other reasonable costs that have resulted from the termination. The total sum to be paid the contractor under this Subparagraph shall not exceed the total contract price plus the reasonable settlement costs of the contractor reduced by the amount of payments otherwise made, the proceeds of any sales of supplies and manufacturing materials under Subparagraph (b) of this Paragraph, and the contract price of work not terminated.
(d) Contractor must demonstrate any costs claimed, agreed to, or established under Subparagraphs (b) and (c) of this Paragraph using its standard record keeping system, provided such system is consistent with any applicable Generally Accepted Accounting Principles.

 IMPORTANT TAX NOTICE - NONRESIDENTS ONLY 
Withholding Requirements for Payments to Nonresidents: Section 12-8-550 of the South Carolina Code of Laws requires persons hiring or contracting with a nonresident conducting a business or performing personal services of a temporary nature within South Carolina to withhold 2% of each payment made to the nonresident. The withholding requirement does not apply to (1) payments on purchase orders for tangible personal property when the payments are not accompanied by services to be performed in South Carolina, (2) nonresidents who are not conducting business in South Carolina, (3) nonresidents for contracts that do not exceed $10,000 in a calendar year, or (4) payments to a nonresident who (a) registers with either the S.C. Department of Revenue or the S.C. Secretary of State and (b) submits a Nonresident Taxpayer Registration Affidavit - Income Tax Withholding, Form I-312 to the person letting the contract.
  
The withholding requirement applies to every governmental entity that uses a contract ("Using Entity"). Nonresidents should submit a separate copy of the Nonresident Taxpayer Registration Affidavit - Income Tax Withholding, Form I-312 to every Using Entity that makes payment to the nonresident pursuant to this solicitation. Once submitted, an affidavit is valid for all contracts between the nonresident and the Using Entity, unless the Using Entity receives notice from the Department of Revenue that the exemption from withholding has been revoked.

Section 12-8-540 requires persons making payment to a nonresident taxpayer of rentals or royalties at a rate of $1,200.00 or more a year for the use of or for the privilege of using property in South Carolina to withhold 7% of the total of each payment made to a nonresident taxpayer who is not a corporation and 5% if the payment is made to a corporation. Contact the Department of Revenue for any applicable exceptions.
