Replacement Lock Installation by
Detention Equipment Contractor (DEC)
Request for Proposal

PART 1

1 – GENERAL

A. The South Carolina Dept. of Juvenile Justice (SCDJJ) seeks to upgrade the existing electromagnet door locking system in its MEC facility by a Qualified DEC (Detention Equipment Contractor) Currently, there are Total 10 (ten) doors which have Low voltage (24V) electromagnet locks to be installed.   These are being replaced with RR Brink 3026-fa 900 retro-fse locks and key cylinders for ASSA cylinders.  It shall be noted that three doors have been completed by SCDJJ with all of the modification tasks being completed.  This upgrade will include replacement and repair at a minimum of the following components:



1.  Door Lock and Hardware

2.  Any needed security mounted conduit and wiring to connect to junction above doorway. (Approx. 5   feet to junction box).  New lock does have DPS switching.



3.  Installation of any new necessary steel plates and welding.



4.  Removal of all unnecessary welded door bolts and Electromagnet assemblies



5.  Any patching of damaged surfaces or welds.



** It shall be noted that the lock cylinders and keying will be provided by SCDJJ and installed by the DEC.  



**There are Right and Left hand locks needed.  Quantity, swing, and ordering are the responsibility of the DEC


** CURRENT CONTROLS ARE MTI and will require the DEC to contract with them for the final connection and operation of the locks and be included as part of this request cost.

B. Prior to the installation of any new equipment, the installing contractor shall conduct an assessment of all field locking devices in the areas listed and currently being controlled or monitored by the security control system.  
C. 1. Sally Port entrance

2. Sally Port to Pod area

3. Sally Port to Intake area

4. Hallway area to offices entrance

5. Hallway area to offices exit

6. Back door by Laundry

7. Hallway to HVAC Mechanical Room

8. C pod secondary Exit

9. D Pod Secondary Exit

10. E Pod Secondary Exit.

D.  This will be a single pay contract upon completion and approved invoicing.  Payment will be made within 30 days of the approved final invoice.  No bid bonds or security bonds will be required.

1.1 PROVISIONS

3. The Detention Equipment Contractor (herein after referred to as DEC) shall be responsible for the engineering, coordination, fabrications assembly and installation of a fully operational and functional Door Lock system upgrade to the specified unit.  This is with the exception of Final connect to the SEC controls.  The SEC contractor will reverse 24v continuous to pulse for Motorized lock.  Only verification that the Motorized lock works is necessary.
Materials and products specified in this section are meant to establish a standard of quality.  
1.2 CONTRACTORS’ QUALIFICATIONS

A. It is a requirement of this RFP that the Door locking System be provided and installed by a DEC whose normal business is the provision and installation of Detention security systems and equipment.  The project responsibilities of the DEC shall include but not be limited to the following;

1. Submittals on all Security Locking control systems and equipment.

2. Installation of all Security Locking control systems and equipment.

3. Termination of all wiring to systems and equipment.

4. Power conditioning for all systems and equipment.

5. Testing and checkout of all systems and equipment.

6. Warranty for all Locking systems and equipment.

B. Where the DEC is a branch office or other division of a larger organization, the qualifications of the branch office or other division shall meet the requirement of these Contract Documents.  The DEC, incorporated under the same name for a minimum of five years shall have successfully completed 4 similar correctional construction projects, within the past five (5) years.   Staff must be able to respond on a Same Day basis by Telephone at a minimum.   Locations of Technicians will be a deciding Factor in the Award of this contract.  
C. Certification of experience including the following:

1. A list of four (4) installations, of comparable size and similar construction to this project, for which the prospective bidder has, within the past five (5) years, furnished and installed the electronic security systems.

2. List of four (4) installations, of comparable size and scope, in which electronic systems furnished and installed by DEC have been in continuous operation for a period of not less than five (5) years.

3. The preceding lists shall include:

a. Name and location of the project.

b. Date of occupancy by the owner.

c. Name, address and phone number of the Architect, project architect, general trade’s contractor’s project manager, owner’s operations supervisor and maintenance supervisor.

d. The amount of the DEC contract.

4. Prospective bidders shall also submit one (1) CPM schedule proposal for the project.  Schedules shall graphically show both initially projected and actual performance time required for each of the following activities:

a. Engineering submittal drawings.

b. Approval by SCDJJ.

c. Manufacturing drawings.

d. Fabrication duration.

e. Shipping dates for all equipment.

f. Installation duration.

g. Completion date.

5. Prospective Bidders shall provide a detailed listing of any and all legal actions by or against the DEC within the past (5) Five years.

1.3 SUBMITTALS

A. The DEC bid shall include all expenses and costs associated with on-site visit to the facility administrator’s office or job site office for the purpose of coordinating and reviewing final electronic control system submittals, prior to the first submittal.

1. The DEC shall schedule a meeting for the purpose of previewing the submittals of the electronic control system, including preliminary graphic faceplate and touch screen layouts.  The meeting shall be scheduled and held within 90 days of award of contract.  The SCDJJ Project Manager shall be given at least one (1) weeks notice prior to the meeting.

2. The DEC shall provide one set of the “draft” submittal to SCDJJ, at least one week prior to the meeting.

3. All comments and changes discussed during the meeting shall be noted on the “draft” submittal and given to the DEC at the end of the meeting.  The DEC shall incorporate those comments and changes into his “final” submittal.  The DEC shall return the “draft” submittal along with the required number of sets of the corrected submittal for final approval.

B. The DEC shall submit documentation for approval which shall include, as a minimum, the following:

1. Manufacturer’s product cut sheets for required equipment and major components to be provided.  The product cut sheets shall be annotated to clearly identify only those specific functions and features that are applicable to the project.

1.6   PRODUCT HANDLING, STORAGE AND DELIVERY

A. Responsibility of DEC:

4. The DEC shall receive, unload and store all material furnished by this section.

5. The DEC shall provide suitable, secure storage space for storage of equipment present at the job site prior to installation.

1.7   WARRANTY

D. The DEC warrants materials furnished under this section to be free from defects in material and workmanship for a period of one (1) year from the date of accepted completion.  Should SCDJJ serve written notice to the DEC of such a defect during the one-year warranty period, the DEC will make good the defect at its own expense.  The DEC’s obligation is limited to repair or replacement of defective material.
E. The DEC must have full time employees trained in and devoted to the maintenance and repair of this equipment.

A. Minimum Hardware Requirements:

PART 3 – EXECUTION

3.1 INSPECTION
A. Examine all surfaces that are to receive materials, assemblies and equipment specific herein.  Report all unsatisfactory conditions in writing to the Project Manager.

B. Do not begin installation of DEC equipment until all unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.

3.2 CONDUIT AND RACEWAY SYSTEMS

A. All conduit and raceway installed shall be secured and Strapped to assure Vandalism is reduced.
3.3 DEVICE AND SYSTEMS WIRING

A. All systems wiring and cable will be installed in accordance with the National Electric Code.

3.4 EQUIPMENT AND DEVICE INSTALLATION

A. The DEC shall furnish all necessary equipment, labor, and installation to provide complete operating Locking systems as specified.

B. Install all fixtures, materials, assemblies and equipment in strict accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations.

C. Exposed cable will not be allowed.
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
